on the opportunity to visit their 
local Anglican Church.  

A huge invitation banner will 
span Unley Rd for the weeks pre-
ceding, reminding people about 
Back to Church Sunday.  

In addition 10 of our parishes 
have erected colourful banners 
outside their churches.  

Local media, including news-
papers, radio and television 
will be interviewing lay people, 

priests, archdeacons, and bishops 
in the lead up to September 13.
